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Hooper Hosts Third Annual Skilled Trades Boot Camp
for Area High School Students

The camp is open to area high school juniors and seniors who are passionate about a career in the construction industry. This 
year’s attendees include students from Cambridge, DeForest, Deerfield, Dodgeville, Middleton-Cross Plains, Poynette and 
Waterloo high schools. Hooper’s one-day event will introduce students to a variety of career opportunities featuring 
demonstrations and hands-on activities alongside professionals in the following areas:  

● Safety - retractable harness suit-up
● Sheet Metal/Custom Metals - HVAC ductwork assembly
● Steamfitting - welding process demonstration
● Fire Protection - victaulic fitting process
● Plumbing - solder joint and sewer camera viewing activities
● Electric Power - activity trailer on-site
● Virtual Design - 3D design demonstration

“Hooper’s boot camp is an opportunity to get students outside of the classroom where they can actively explore the trades via 
hands-on learning,” said Jamie Pauli, plumbing superintendent and youth apprentice program director at Hooper. “Last year’s 
boot camp offered students a safe, fun, and valuable learning experience that we’re excited to offer to another group of students 
this year.”  

Hooper’s Skilled Trades Boot Camp is an extension of its Skilled Trades Youth Apprenticeship Program that lets high-school 
juniors and seniors get a taste of technical careers. This one or two-year program can even lead to a full-time job after graduation 
for some.  

Monona Grove High School senior Logan Johnson is a student in the apprenticeship program on track to start a full-time job with 
Hooper after graduation. Johnson currently splits his time between class and work as part of the school district’s Career and 
Technical Education (CTE) program. CTE allows him to work at Hooper a few days a week where he gains on-the-job training 
and a paycheck, as well as credit towards his high school diploma.  

“The path that’s most often presented to high school students is 4-year college, but everyone learns differently and there are 
many educational paths,” said Pauli. “I’m proud to be a part of the youth trade initiatives at Hooper; it’s rewarding to see how 
many students flourish in this environment, while also helping to build the next generation of skilled construction professionals.” 



Johnson will be at the April 23rd Boot Camp where he’ll continue to gain hands-on experience while also being a student mentor 
to his peers.
